The stained glass of Holy Trinity is rightly seen as 

one of its great treasures. But it is in need of much 

restoration and conservation to protect it for fu-

ture generations. We need to raise £60,000 for 

this work—to repair the glass, make good the fix-

tures and protect the windows from vandalism. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Although much of the glass is in good repair the 

window surrounds, mountings, and protective 

grilles need significant attention (see above). If this 

work is not done soon we run a real risk that 

some of the windows may become unsafe.  With 

some windows containing rare medieval glass 

remnants, and others by the great Victorian artist 

Charles Kempe whose work also appears in York 

Minster, it is of great cultural and historical impor-

tance that we take action as soon as possible.
